2011 Mini Aussie Photo Contest Rules

1. All entries must be received by September 1, 2011.

2. All photos must be accompanied by a signed and completed entry form and the entry fee(s).

3. Photos should be full-color and suitable for enlarging to 8.5 x 11 inches. No slides or framed photos please.

4. We request an entry fee with each photo as a donation to MARS to assist us in assembling this project. The entry fees are $5 for the first photo and $3 for each additional photo.

5. There is a limit of six (6) photos per person entering the contest.

6. Those submitting photos must either hold the copyright on the photo or provide signed Photographer Copyright Release Form (available for download from our website at www.miniaussierescue.org) from the copyright holder (usually the photographer). Professional photographers are welcome to enter.

7. If you are submitting a digital photo, send in a print of the photo with your entry form. If your photo is chosen as a winner you will be required to send the digital file on diskette or CD. If you are submitting a digital photo, please keep in mind that printouts from home inkjet or laser printers are usually darker and less sharp than the original photo. Submitting a printout from a photo processing store will give a truer version of your photo which will make the judges’ decision easier.

8. Photos become the property of MARS and WILL NOT be returned. PLEASE do not send your only copy of a photo!

9. Dogs’ names and photographers’ names will be printed in the calendar. 

10. MARS reserves the right to crop, resize, edit or otherwise alter a photo if necessary for use. (Alterations will be done when prepping our copy of the digital file or scan. Your original photo will remain untouched.)

11. Submitted photographs may be displayed on the MARS web site or in MARS literature. MARS retains the right to use any photos for promotional purposes, including on fundraising items.

12. Members of the MARS Board of Directors and their families as well as the contest judges and their families are not eligible to enter the photo contest.

13. MARS reserves the right to change the rules of this contest should it become necessary for any reason.

Judging

Each year our judges include Mini Aussie and Aussie owners who are experienced in the fields of photography, graphic design, and publishing. All photos are presented without any identifying information to our panel of three judges who select the finalists from all the photos entered. The judges will not see the names of any dogs during their judging. The judges and the calendar committee will then select 13 photos for each calendar that provide a good balance of Mini Aussies of different colors, ages, and backgrounds.
